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PONTOON BOAT
CONDITIONS OF HIRE

The hirer needs to be over 21 years of age, with a valid driver’s license or skipper’s ticket.

A Security Bond of $500 is payable on the day of collection by cash or card. This is held by
Mandurah Houseboats until the Pontoon is returned in clean and good order. Damage will be
charged for at cost.

Arrival times are carefully scheduled with you, by our office. We ask that you adhere to the
negotiated time, and inform our office if you will be late/early.

The Pontoon must be returned to Mandurah Base by 5pm. Return times must be strictly
adhered to. Late returns will attract an additional fee.

The number of people, (including children over 1 year old) allowed on board is strictly limited
to seven (7).

For multiple day bookings:

Pontoon cannot be used between Sunset and Sunrise

Passengers must not sleep onboard overnight

The pontoon must either be returned to Mandurah Houseboats base for use the next day
or the hirer to agree with Mandurah Houseboats a suitable mooring location for the
pontoon overnight.

It is required that hirers have on board at least 1 mobile phone with phone charger.

A fishing license is required if you wish to crab or fish from the vessel. The license can be
obtained from www.fish.wa.gov.au.

If you cancel with more than 1 week notice you will receive a full refund. If less than one
week you will only receive a refund if we are able to rebook the date you cancelled (less an
administration fee of $50).

Information pack and maps are on board.

No firearms, axes or trail bikes allowed and sorry no pets.

In the interest of the health and comfort of all clients, and our staff, we request our pontoon
remains smoke free.

The company reserves the right to refuse any person the use of the craft.
